Template for Reporting at IEP meeting if ABSENT
Parent and District Agreement on Excusal Prior to Meeting:  

In order for the district to excuse a required IEP team member, written agreement must be obtained for the parent prior to the IEP team meeting. In addition, if the member’s area of the curriculum or related service is being discussed, the excused member must submit written input for the development of the IEP to the IEP team prior to the meeting. [300.321(e)(2)]

1.  What is the student’s level of functioning and how does the disability affect his/her involvement and progress in the content standards in the general education curriculum or participation in appropriate activities for preschool children?
2.  How does the student access or make progress in the general education curriculum based on grade level content standards for the grade the student is enrolled or would be enrolled based on age? [ex. What accommodations are working? How do you provide assistance to assure that the student is progressing?]
3.  How does the student perform on “soft skills”?  [ex. Work completion? Punctuality? Behavior? Teacher interactions? Peer interactions? ETC.]
